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Hugh Hampton Young is considered the father of American Urology. He was a great innovator and medical pioneer. During World War I he took time out of his practice at Hopkins to volunteer for the US Army Medical Corps and serve in Europe. He played a crucial role in deciding the outcome of the war by applying urological knowledge to remedy one of the biggest problems in the army of that day, rampant venereal disease. Urologic principals and moral prejudice played an important role in outcome of the war. Young’s methods were controversial for any day but were successful. After this brief interruption he returned to Baltimore and resumed his important work in urology. .
